Lieutenant-General Sir Robert Stephenson Smyth Baden-Powell, 1st Baron Baden-Powell
First world scout Jamboree – Olympia England 1920

Baden Powell – born 1857 in Paddington, England. Died 1941 in Kenya.

Scouting began in 1907 when Lord Robert baden-Powell, a Lieutenant General in the British Army, held the first scouting encampment at Brownsea Island, England.

Currently Scouting and Guiding have over 38 million members in 217 countries

Baden Powell’s sister was called Agnes Baden-Powell
The siege of Mafeking lasted 217 days.

The original scouts at Mafeking were called the cadet Corps. They all wore badges very similar to the Fleur-de-lis.

Baden-Powell wrote Aids to Scouting in 1899.

August 1, 1907 – first experimental camp at Brownsea Island.

January 1908 – released in six fortnightly installations

First international unit started in Gibraltar in 1908.

First scout rally in 1910 in The Crystal Palace, London.
